3.1 Installation of DS-KV8X02-IM

To install the door station onto the wall, you are required to utilize a matched gang box.

3.1.2 Wall Mounting with Gang Box of DS-KV8X02-IM

Steps:

1. Take the gang box and screws from the packing box.

2. Chisel a hole in the wall for inserting the gang box. The size of the hole should be 90
(width) x170 (length) x 38(depth) mm.

3. Insert the gang box into the hole and fix it with 4 PA4 screws, as shown in the figure

below.

5.2 Editing Network Parameters

5.3 Adding Device

For batch configuration tool and iVMS-4200 software, you should add device to the
software so as to configure the device remotely.
3 ways for adding the device are supported: adding active online devices within your
subnet, adding device by IP address, and adding device by IP segment. Here take adding
online device and adding device by IP address via batch configuration tool as example.

6.1 Calling Resident

6.1.1 Calling Resident (DS-KV8X02-1M)
You can call the resident by pressing the call button. For device DS-KV8X02- IM, the
number of call buttons varies according to its model.

Take the figure of device DS-KV8402-IM as an example.

6.2 Issuing Card
